
CITY OF MARION - REGULAR MEETING April 14, 2014

Minutes of a Regular Meeting held at Marion City Hall Monday April 14, 2014. Mayor Butler
called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M.

The City Clerk was instructed to call the roll and the response was as follows:

PHYSICALLY PRESENT: COMISSIONERS RIX, RINELLA, GOSS, PATTON AND MAYOR BUTLER
ABSENT: NONE

The Minutes of the Regular Meeting of March 24, 2014, the Continued Meeting Minutes of
March 26, 2014 and April 7, 2014 were both approved as presented.

Commissioner Rinella made a motion to pay the monthly bills as funds become available.
Commissioner Patton seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.

Commissioner Rinella made a motion to approve and pay the Consent Agenda as funds become
available. Commissioner Goss seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.

A ten (10) foot front yard setback variance and a five (5) foot rear setback variance for a duplex
on the northwest corner of North Fair and East Illinois Streets with Joe Zaremba, owner was
discussed. Several of the property owners from the area abutting the above address were present
to voice their opposition to the variances and the duplex. Commissioner Rix made a motion to
deny the variance. Commissioner Goss seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.
The variance was denied.

Commissioner Goss made a motion to vacate the plat of Revised Block "M" of Maplewood
Survey approved by Council on February 24, 2014. Commissioner Rinella seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.

Robert G. Sewell, Professional Land Surveyor, presented a Re-subdivision of Revised Block
"M" Subdivision of Maplewood Cemetery. In the revision, walkways were put in between the
lots. Commissioner Goss made a motion to approve the Re-subdivision of Revised Block "M"
Subdivision of Maplewood Cemetery. Commissioner Rinella seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.

Mayor Butler recommended the appointment of Lieutenant Dawn Tondini to the position of
Chief of Police upon the retirement of Chief John Eibeck as of July 31, 2014. Commissioner Rix
made a motion to appoint Lieutenant Dawn Tondini to the position of Chief of Police upon the
retirement of Chief John Eibeck as of July 31, 2014. Commissioner Rinella seconded the
motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.



Commissioner Rix made a motion that in the absence of Chief Eibeck due to illness, Lieutenant
Dawn Tondini be appointed Interim Chief of Police. Commissioner Rinella seconded the
motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.

Mayor Butler told newly appointed Chief Tondini, the first female Chief of Police in the City of
Marion, that she was appointed Chief because of her outstanding abilities that she has shown
over the years and that she was the most qualified person for the position.

Chief Tondini told the Council twenty one years ago Chief Ron Swafford and Mayor Butler gave
her the opportunity to be the first female Police Officer in the City of Marion. She was grateful
then and is grateful now for the opportunity to serve the City of Marion as Chief of Police, and is
looking forward to helping the Marion Police Department grow.

James Whitt came before the Council stating he has relatives buried in the cemetery that is
located behind the City Lake. There is no access to the cemetery except by crossing the City
Lake. He wants to weed, mow and in general clean up the cemetery that has been neglected for
many years. He asked if the City could possibly build a road across the spillway to get back to
the cemetery. Brian Ziegler suggested should have a structural engineer to look at the spillway to
see if it is safe enough to support the weight of a tractor or other heavy equipment.
Commissioner John Goss will meet with Street Superintendent John Bradley to get his ideas on
accessing the cemetery.

Commissioner Rinella made a motion to approve payment of $6,174.15 to Lazerware, Inc. for
the lease buyout of the Marion Carnegie Library's computer contracts. Commissioner Goss
seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.

Commissioner Patton made a motion to approve the proposal from Horner & Shifrin, Inc. to
provide Professional Services for Code Enforcement - Inspection GIS Module Addition with an
initial cost of $10,000.00 and an annual hosting fee of $500.00. $6,000.00 will be paid this year
and $4,000.00 will be paid next year. This will be a big savings over their current program which
has never been satisfactory and costs $5,000.00 each year. Commissioner Rinella seconded the
motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.

ORDINANCE 3170 - AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE TRANSFER OF CITY OF
MARION'S INTEREST IN SOCCER FIELD PROPERTY, EAST MAIN STREET TO THE
MARION PARK DISTRICT.
Commissioner Patton made a motion to approve Ordinance 3170 as presented subject to
checking on the property identification numbers (Commissioner Patton thought the numbers
have been consolidated into two (2) numbers. Commissioner Goss seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.



Commissioner Rinella made a motion to approve the Quit Claim Deed transferring City of
Marion's interest in Soccer Field Property on East Main Street to the Marion Park District.
Commissioner Patton seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.

Commissioner Patton made a motion to approve the three proposals from Brown Electric, Inc for
the Hub Recreation Center fitness equipment excluded from original contract:

A) Data Cable, installation, includes all cabling, patch panels, data rack & jacks & runs
to twenty nine (29) cardio machines. $17,193.00

B) T.V. System Installation includes all RG6 Plenum cabling Terminated & Home Run
to 75 locations for Connection to Cable TV. $ 21,525.00

C) Deduct $9,573.00 to provide and install revised CCTV System.
Commissioner Rinella seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.

ORDINANCE 3171 - AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE 3046, SECTION 2-A
INCREASING THE HOTEL TAX 1%. The General Manager of the Hampton Inn came before
the Council to register his protest of the increase in the Hotel Tax. Commissioner Patton made a
motion to approve Ordinance 3171 as presented. Commissioner Rinella seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, COMMISSIONER RIX VOTED YEA, COMMISSIONER
RINELLA VOTED YEA, COMMISSIONER GOSS VOTED NO, COMMISSIONER PATTON
VOTED YEA AND MAYOR BUTLER VOTED YEA.

ORDINANCE 3172 - AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SKATEBOARD REGULATIONS
ADDING BICYCLES TO THE ORDINANCE.
Commissioner Rix made a motion to approve Ordinance 3172 with a restating of the Penalties in
Section 7-8-4. Commissioner Goss seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.

Commissioner Rix reported the Police Department issued nine (9) DUI arrests in the
month of March. Commissioner Rix stated that is the most DUI arrests he has seen in one month
since he has been commissioner.

Commissioner Rinella made a motion to pay the monthly bills as funds become available.
Commissioner Goss seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.

Commissioner Rinella made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda and pay the bills as funds
become available. Commissioner Goss seconded the motion.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, THE MOTION WAS UNANIMOUSLY ACCEPTED.

IT Director, Terance Henry reported Channel 16 is now operational. It is a Community Channel
to be used to advertise Community events. Bring the items to Terance and he will get them on
the TV.
